Charitable Organisation “Charitable Fund “Patients of Ukraine”
(Identification code 37724810), represented by Executive Director Inna
Ivanenko, acting on the basis of Charter, hereinafter called “Patients
of Ukraine” on the one side, and Cherkasy Medical Academy
(Identification code: 02011686), represented by Inna Hubenko acting

on the basis of the Charter, hereinafter called “Partner”/”Educational
institution™ on the other side, together the above hereinafter are named
as «Parties»,

being aware of the urgent and strategic needs of the health care system
of Ukraine:

having experience in the field of health care and improvement of

processes and coordination of efforts;

guided by the principles of integrity, trust and honesty and
cooperation to achieve the goal,

concluded this Memorandum of Cooperation (hereinafter referred to as
the Memorandum) on the following.

1. GOAL AND SUBJECT OF MEMORANDUM

The goal of this Memorandum is to consolidate the efforts of the Parties
to improve the availability and quality of medical and rehabilitation
services for the population, disseminate experience and best
international practices in nursing and rehabilitation in general, improve
the education of rehabilitation specialists by strengthening the
educational programmes of higher and professional pre-higher
education institutions, and promote the quality of continuous
development of specialists.

The parties, 1in order to achieve the Goal, on a non-commercial basis,
agreed to implement a number of measures in the field of development
of the health care system in Ukraine. namely:

@ coordination of efforts to improve the standards of medical
services provision in the field of rehabilitation;

& promoting the improvement of the regulatory framework for
the training and professional activities of rehabilitation
specialists, in particular, nurses;

@ coordination of efforts to develop rehabilitation education in
Ukraine, in particular, strengthening the capacity of higher
and professional pre-higher education institutions to train
quality personnel for the rehabilitation sector by developing
university disciplines (hereinafter called Discipline) and
courses (hereinafter called Course) in occupational therapy
and other areas of professional training; equipping preclinical
and clinical practice rooms for student training, etc;

@® promoting  the implementation of training events to
strengthen the expertise and continuous professional
development of rehabilitation professionals, including the
development of online educational tools (online courses,
webinars, etc.):

@ establishing partnerships with healthcare facilities, higher
and professional pre-higher education institutions. national
and international healthcare stakeholders and experts to
develop rehabilitation education and the rehabilitation
system of Ukraine;

& organisation of joint informational. professional, educational
and networking events (trainings, seminars, conferences.
congresses, etc.);

@ promotion of the Parties' activities, assistance in informing
and popularising the results and products of cooperation,

2. ORGANISATION OF COOPERATION:

2.1. For practical implementation of the provisions of this
Memorandum, CF “Patients of Ukraine”:

. organize the process of developing the Discipline “Nursing in

Rehabilitation™ with a full set of training materials - drafts of
syllabus, presentations, methodological materials of disciplines
for practical and lecture sessions; and/or the Course of

specialisation “Nursing and Rehabilitation” - drafts of
syllabus;

provide the inclusion of these disciplines and/or courses in the
educational programs of the Institution;

promote the desire of the teachers of the Institution to improve
the quality of teaching, use innovative approaches and
systematically update the educational programs of the
[nstitution;

upon completion of the relevant semester of study, distribute a
questionnaire for teachers and students to receive feedback
among the teachers of the Institution.

2.2. To implement the provisions of this Memorandum, the
Partner/Institution shall:

identify and ensure the involvement of teachers in the
development and implementation of the Discipline “Nursing in
Rehabilitation” and/or the Course of specialisation ‘Nursing
and Rehabilitation’

include the Discipline in the educational program with a
duration of at least 90 hours and the Course with a duration of
at least 150 hours and start teaching them from 2024, providing
appropriate conditions for training, access of students to the
necessary infrastructure, material and technical resources, as
well as creating a favorable environment for students' learning
and practice;

take measures to improve the quality of teaching of the above
disciplines, use innovative approaches and systematically
update its educational programs in the direction of the
Disciplines/Courses;

organizationally facilitate the distribution of a questionnaire for
teachers and students to receive feedback among the teachers
of the Educational Institution;

2.3. For the practical implementation of the provisions of this
Memorandum, the Parties shall, within the resources available to
each Party:

identify contact persons for consultations, discussion of
proposals and implementation of the Purpose and Subject of the
Memorandum;

conduct regular exchange of information, communication
activities (exchange of letters, online meetings, conferences) in
order to implement the Purpose and Subject of the
Memorandum;

assist in the preparation of informative and communication
materials for publicizing cooperation;

if necessary, involve public authorities and governments, other
enterprises, institutions, organizations, specialists, and experts
in cooperation under the Memorandum;

e take other agreed measures necessary to implement the Purpose
and Subject of the Memorandum;

e if the Partner needs to engage third parties to implement the
Memorandum, the latter shall agree such parties with the CF
“Patients of Ukraine”;

e the Parties assume that the name of the Discipline may be
different in the curriculum of the Institution without deviation
from the content and materials with obligatory prior written
notice to CF “Patients of Ukraine”.

Additional interaction within the framework of the Memorandum may be
agreed by the Parties by agreeing on additional protocols, exchange of e-
mails between the authorized signatories and the Contact Persons
specified in clause 5 of the Memorandum.

3. TERMS AND MEMORANDUM CANCELLATION

This Memorandum enters into force from the moment of its signing by
the Parties and is valid for 1 (one) year, unless the parties make a different
decision.

If none of the Parties wishes to terminate the Memorandum, its validity
period will be automatically extended for the next 1 (one) year.

Each of the parties has the right to prematurely terminate this
Memorandum by sending the other party an appropriate written notice of
its intention no later than 14 (fourteen) days before the scheduled
termination of the Memorandum.

4. MISCELENIOUS

This Memorandum does mean any financial settlements between the
Parties for the cooperation stipulated by this Memorandum.

Any alterations or addendums to this Memorandum become valid as it is
made in writing and signed by authorized representatives of the Parties.

Any disputes regarding the interpretation or implementation of this
Memorandum shall be resolved by the Parties through consultation and
mutual agreement.

Each Party has the right to cooperate with a third party on any issues
similar to those provided for in this Memorandum.

None of the provisions of this Memorandum shall prevent any of the
Parties from entering into other agreements with other persons.

None of the provisions of this Memorandum can be interpreted as the
conclusion of an agreement on joint activities within the meaning of the
Tax Code of Ukraine or the creation of a separate legal entity with the
participation of the Parties.
